Band Classifications
Regardless of classification, all participants must be full time students at the school they represent and must meet all of that school’s eligibility requirements for performance.

HIGH SCHOOL

NOVICE: Little or no festival experience.  Beginning soloists.  Standard                       instrumentation with no more than a few “missing” parts.  This is the proper classification for bands with a high percentage of younger players, programs which are relatively new to the jazz idiom, or directors with minimal jazz festival experience.

INTERMEDIATE: 
Some festival experience.  “Emerging” soloists who are just beginning to understand the art of improvisation.  Full standard big band instrumentation playing charts at about level 3.
ADVANCED:  At least two or three years of successful festival experience.  Two or three good soloists who play completely improvised solos.  Full standard big band instrumentation playing charts at level 3, 4, and 5.

HEAVY:  Bands with extensive successful festival experience.  Several rather accomplished soloists who play completely improvised solos.  Full instrumentation playing charts up to professional level.  Traditionally “Heavy” bands and bands that have been consistently taking first places in “Advanced” divisions should consider competing in this classification.

JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL/MIDDLE SCHOOL

MIDDLE SCHOOL/JUNIOR HIGH:  Any bands consisting of students in grades 6 or 7 through 9 who are all enrolled at the same school.

COMBOS

NOVICE:  Groups with no less than 3 nor more than 10 players with minimal festival experience and with at lest 1 or 2 members playing improvised solos.  It is anticipated that these combos will be made up of students from the “Novice” or “Intermediate” bands.

HEAVY:  Groups with no less than 3 nor more than 10 players with some solid festival experience and several members playing improvised solos.  It is anticipated that these combos will be made up of students from the “Advanced” or “Heavy” bands

There will be no “Combo” division for Middle School/Junior High, however, such combos

may play within the High School Novice category for comments and scores only.  They will 

not compete for awards.
